Applicants for the Distance Education 
RN to BS Completion Program must hold an unencumbered 
RN license and current RN registration from the state in which 
they reside. 

Applicants must be graduates of an accredited associate 
degree nursing program. The applicant must also show 
competence in all transfer Science and Nursing courses 
(the typical student admitted has grades of B or better in 
all courses). The RN to BS Completion Program consists of 
60 college credits beyond the associate degree (27 credits 
in the major and 32-36 credits of liberal arts and sciences). 

Transfer credits will be evaluated after acceptance. Students 
who enter the SUNY system after Fall 2000 must complete 
all General Education requirements as outlined in the 
College Catalog, which is available online. A maximum 
of 90 credits are transferable (including the degree 
nursing courses).
